Two-Year College Transfer

with a cumulative GPA of 3.0 on a 4.0 scale

+ Enroll full-time in a Virginia four-year public or Virginia four-year private nonprofit college or university by the fall or
spring semester immediately following completion of associate degree

+ Have applied for financial aid by completing the FAFSA by the March 1 priority filing deadline
