Many of our pre-law students
pursue a philosophy of law minor or an American studies major with a constitutional
studies concentration, but regardless of your undergraduate field of study, our pre-
law program is designed to help you gain admission to one of the nation’s top 25 law
schools and become a successful lawyer.

3+3 PROGRAM

Our 3+3 accelerated programs with George Mason University and Regent University offer
undergraduates the opportunity to fast-track their degrees. In just six years, instead of the
usual seven, students can earn both a bachelor’s degree from Christopher Newport and

a law degree from the Antonin Scalia Law School, a top 50 program, or Regent University
School of Law. After completing three years at Christopher Newport and gaining admission
to one of the law schools, participants will become full-time, first-year law students at GMU's

Arlington campus or Regent'’s Virginia Beach campus.

ABOUT THE DIRECTOR

In 2022 William C, Mims took senior status

as a justice on the Supreme Court of Virginia
and came to Christopher Newport, where he
also teaches courses about the Constitution,
He is a former attorney general of Virginia

and member of the General Assembly. He is
only the second Virginian in history to serve

in Virginia’s top three legal positions - helping
to make the law, enforce the law and interpret

the law. He previously has taught at two
Virginia law schools. He is deeply committed
to teaching and mentoring undergraduates
who may want to become legal professionals.
